STEPHEN MINISTRY UPDATE

At the congregational meeting, November 19", it
was approved by the congregation for the Trustee
Committee to alocate $5.000 for the start-up funds
needed for the Stephen Ministry to be brought into
the Hosanna Family. The funds are to be used for
the initial one-time enrollment fee of $1,675; to
send two co-leaders to be trained and housed by the
Stephen Ministry Program the last week of July
2007; and to cover costs for books and manuals for
the leaders and Stephen Ministers.

The co-leaders are: Susan Pugh and Darlene
Gillenwater.
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The training for the Stephen Ministerswill begin
in September of 2007. The tentative schedule to
cover the fifty-hours of required training is as
follows:

First session, September 8th for four hours; a two
hour session mid-week the following week; to be
duplicated for the next eight weekswith a two hour
session on November 3rd to be followed by a thank-
you luncheon.

But now, I can’t
keep track ‘cause everything’s a miracle.”—from
the song, Holy Now by Peter MayerEl have aways
been interested in seeing the scared in the secular,
looking for things hallowed in aworld of turmoil and
hardship. When | reflect on my experience this
year as aBorder Servant Corps member, an advocate
of domestic violence victims, abdiever in diversity,
and aworker for change in our communities, | see
how many truly spiritual moments | have felt, deep
in my soul. And very few of them have happened
within the confines of a church sanctuary.

In the Borderland, IQre seen God in the bridge
That works hard to connect two very different
worlds despite the many dynamics of that same
bridge that continue to divide. | see God in people
selling cheap wares to peoplein cars stuck on the
international bridge, and | hear God in the voice of
lady in Santa Fe yelling, CKachina dolls, kachina
dolls,Oas | passed her by. God is the spirit of
mariachi music and the colors of papel picado,
turquoise and silver jewelry, and Cinco de Mayo
celebrations.

Dear Hosanna members,

As most of you probably know, over the last year and a half | have been involved in aleadership program
through the Lutheran Southern Ohio Synod, caled Faith Trek. Throughout the course of this program | have
learned more than | ever thought possible about myself, my faith, and being aleader. Last summer the faith trek
group went on a missions trip to Milwaukee Wisconsin. We worked with inner city kids, cleaned up churches,
and painted a men@ shelter. It was a great experience and | enjoyed every minute of it (even the ones that
included scraping gum off the bottom of church pews).

This summer Bishop Holloway has extended the invitation to al faith trek participants to go on a
missions trip to Tanzania, Africa. Thisis a once in alifetime opportunity and, | am so excited that | have the
chance to go. There is a group of approximately 15 of us going. We will be gone for 2 ! weeks from June 9™
through the 27™. Some of the cities we will be staying in are Moushi, Mwanza, and Arousha. We will be working
with children orphaned due to AIDS, and in some of the AIDS clinics and hospitals. We will be helping in the
compound where the red-eyed women of Tanzania are protected as well. The Red-eyed women are older women
who have worked over fires al their lives and thus have acquired a redness in their eyes which causes their
families to accuse them of being witches and abandon or kill them. Also, we will be visiting many of the villages
and attending many different worship services. Their churches are much different than ours here; the initia
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worship songs can go on for up to 3 hours! In addition to our mission work, we will be going on a 2 day safari.
For the whole trip we are alowed only 44 pounds of luggage, and not many opportunities to wash itE or
ourselves. We will have almost no contact with people at home because they only have éectricity in the big
cities, and only for a few hours of the day. While this does seem pretty intense, | think it will be an amazing
experience that | will never forget. | could not pass up this opportunity to make a difference in a place that
realy needsit.

In order to go, | need to raise $3,000 by
March 1st. If any of you are able to donate | would be very grateful. Anything you are able to give will help;
