First, you're welcome! | know, you all
complain about me; black ice, snow to shovel,
arranging childcare, big heating bills, etc. But,

was cancelled! And yes, | felt the jealousy of
those of you who had to negotiate those dirty
windshields. But, you know the wind that blew
through your bones? Well, it came back to tell
me how many blissful hearts it observed when
those evening meetings were cancelled, when
you couldn’t drive the kids to ten different
places on Saturday and when you had the
weather forecasters commanding you to stay
off the roads three out of four Sundays. You
know what I think? (You may not care, but
who’s writing this article?) 1 think you needed
me to give you a Sabbath! | do more than
blow past you, you know. Why do you think
the Bible pictures the Holy Spirit as a wind?

| see your frenzied schedules. | hear the sighs
of exhaustion in the shower. | know the guilt
when you haven't had a meal with those you
love since who knows when. So, you're
welcome. | hope you took advantage of those
moments. But, even more, | wish you'd get
your act together. It's pretty sad when you
have to depend on forces of nature to give you
what is yours by God'’s grace to choose. What
do you think; God needed to rest on the
seventh day? Think about that. Why does the

creator of energy need to recuperate? Maybe
God was setting an example for you?

Second, | hope you missed worship and
fellowship with your friends in Christ. Restis a
gift. Isolation is a curse. | couldn’t help but
observe that you get a little squirrelly after
three days of subzero snow and ice. Did you
ever notice that when you miss a gathering of
friends for awhile you tend to think you won't
be missed, or, it's not so important? That's a
lie. Absence makes the heart grow duller, not
fonder. Jesus didn’t call you into community
for when you felt like it. Your presence makes
it community. Your absence weakens his
impact.

I've been thinking (weather has a lot of time on
its hands; season in, season out), maybe “The
Sabbath” is this amazing gift of rest and
community combined. In community one
discovers that they need not go through life
alone (who can?). In worship, one rests in the
promises of God (who can live without it?).

So, it's March. No more excuses. See you
Sunday.

BTW, there is no Mrs. Schmidt. Pastor Wayne
just wondered how many would try to figure
out who is taking so much of his time. :>)

The Cross of Jesus on Our Back
March 4™ - March 11™9:45 AM Sunday School
Then Jesus told his disciples, "If any want to
become my followers, let them deny themselves
and take up their cross and follow me. For those
who want to save their life will lose it, and those
who lose their life for my sake will find it. For
what will it profit them if they gain the whole world
but forfeit their life? Or what will they give in
return for their life?” Matthew 16.24
The cross is a popular cultural symbol. It can
mean anything today’s wearer intends. But, it did
gain its notoriety from Jesus. The crucifixion was
the chosen destination of his life. And not of least

importance, Jesus fully expects his followers to
do the same. But what does that mean?
Obviously it is not an instrument of death today.
So, are we off the cross beam?
