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From the Pastor 
 

The Abominable Thanksgiving 
 
In the Bible we often hear the word 
“abomination” referred to in matters of sexual 
behavior:  such and such is an “abomination to 
the Lord.”   The word refers to whatever is 
ritually or ethically loathsome and repugnant to 
God and men.  I would prefer to avoid 
“loathsome and repugnant to God.”  And since 
I have to live with people, I’d like to stay on 
your good side too!  So I was curious.  Does 
the bible refer to any other activities as 
loathsome to God?  Yes!  And since they have 
implications for Thanksgiving I thought I’d pass 
them on to you.    
 
Before P.E.T.A (People for the Ethical 
Treatment of Animals) there was Leviticus 11:  
“The following birds shall not be eaten, they 
are an abomination:  the eagle, the vulture, the 
osprey, the buzzard, the kite, the raven, the 
ostrich (so much for the “new” low fat meat), 
the sea gull, the hawk, the little and big owl, 
the stork (who’s going to carry those babies?), 
the hoopoe (the what?) and the bat.” 
(Apparently Peterson’s Guide to Mammals was 
not yet written).”  Turkeys are safe!   
 
However, Thanksgiving Dinner is pitched after 
two days: “When you offer a sacrifice of well-
being to the LORD, offer it in such a way that it 
is acceptable in your behalf (roaster, deep 
fryer, microwave, oven bag?).  It shall be eaten 
on the same day you offer it, or on the next 
day; and anything left over until the third day 
shall be consumed in fire.  It is an abomination; 
it will not be acceptable…any person who eats 
of it shall be cut off from the people. (Lev. 19).”  
I’m going to miss the multiple ways we had 
learned to eat turkey up to the first day of 
Advent!  
 

When you go shopping and suspect the turkey 
was weighted with extra water before freezing, 
you can always warn the grocer:  “A false 
balance is an abomination to the Lord, but an 
accurate weight is his delight (Prov. 11).” 
 
Somebody late for dinner?  Try this:  “When 
one will not listen to the law, even one’s 
prayers are an abomination (Prov. 28).   No 
prayers will be accepted ten minutes after the 
turkey’s carved! 
 
And finally, Proverbs 6 cancels the typical 
family holiday attitudes:  “There are six things 
that the Lord hates, seven that are an 
abomination to him:   

·  haughty eyes (so much for the aunt 
who has all the answers”),  

·  a lying tongue (“that’s the best green 
bean casserole I’ve ever had”),  

·  hands that shed innocent blood (the 
turkey carver),  

·  a heart that devises wicked plans (no 
more cheating on the wishbone),  

·  feet that hurry to run to evil (children 
asking “can I be excused now?”),  

·  a lying witness who testifies falsely 
(what shall we talk about if gossip is 
banned?), and last but not least,  

·  one who sows discord in a family (let he 
who is without sin cast the first stone)
