 Here’s the crux of what is going on: 

�  1st We expect to be in the black or close at 
the end of the year.  That doesn’t mean 
we met our budget.  It means we will pay 
all of our bills.   

�  2nd The estimates of giving did not meet 
the Council’s expectation.  In past years 
we’ve incorrectly estimated loose offering.  
We found that out this year, which had an 
impact on our planning. 

�  3rd A budget was not approved at the 
Congregational Meeting.  This is a good 
thing.  It gives the Council a chance to go 
back to the congregation and go back to 
the budget. 

   I have called a special Council meeting for Dec. 
2nd to discuss the results of the Congregational  
meeting.   I will be making a motion to have a “do 
over.”   We are going to ask again for estimates of 
giving.  Prayerfully consider your estimates, if you 
can increase, great, if you can stay the same, 
great.    
   By now, you should have received my letter to 
“Hosanna”.   I hope that I made it clear in the 
letter that we are in this process of re-evaluation 
together.  Together we create our community, be 
mindful of what you would have us be, talk it over 
with others and talk it over with God.

MONEY MATTERS,  
FACTS AND 
FIGURES    
 Hosanna uses an 
accounting system 

where ALL offerings are deposited into a single 
banking account. This includes "General 
Offerings" and "Designated Offerings".   
   General offerings are used to pay operating and 
administration costs (salaries, taxes, mortgage, 
insurances, utilities, etc.), in other words, typical 
budget line items necessary to keep the doors 
open and the lights on.  
   Designated offerings-- the OTHER line on your 
offering envelope-- are received and earmarked 
for specific purpose as indicated (Hosanna 
House, the sound system, hymnals, roof repair, 
etc.). 

   Hosanna's financial position as of October 
31st is as follows: 
    The church ended the 2006 financial year with 
a ($14,481,87) operating fund deficit. That deficit 
was carried into the current operating year and is 
included in the current operating balance sheet 
total that indicates a negative ($19,245.45).  
When you do the math, this means that on 
October 31st the church is still ($4,763.58) short 
of covering its 2007 operating expenses. 
   The church continues to operate in the red, 
using monies from the designated funds to pay 
operating expenses.
