MONEY MATTERS,  
FACTS AND FIGURES    
 Hosanna's financial position 
at the end of 2007 is as 
follows:  

    The church entered 2007 financial year with a 
($14,481.87) operating deficit carried over from 
2006. An operating deficit is created when the 
church's actual operating income falls short of the 
church's actual operating expenses. The 
"general" offerings received in 2007 totaled 
$353,407.89. Other income, from such sources 
as Hosanna Lutheran Child Care (HLCC) and 
savings account interest, brought the total 
operating income to $360,330.10.  The total 
operating expenses for 2007 was 
$355,146.30.  With conservative stewardship by 
our committee and cost-cutting measures, we 
were able to reduce the operating deficit to 
($8,215.31) at years end. 
   Some of the following information was 
presented in an earlier newsletter:  
Hosanna uses an accounting system where ALL 
offerings are deposited into a single banking 
account. This includes "General Offerings" and 
"Designated Offerings".   
General offerings  are used to pay operating and 
administration costs (salaries, taxes, mortgage, 
insurances, utilities, etc.), in other words, typical 
budget line items necessary to keep the doors 
open and the lights on.  
Designated offerings -- the OTHER line on your 
offering envelope -- are received and earmarked 
for specific purpose as indicated (Hosanna 
House, the sound system, hymnals, roof repair, 
etc.).   
   Any month where the income exceeds the 
expenses for that month, the operating deficit is 
reduced. Conversely, any month where we fail to 
receive enough income to cover that month's 
expenses, our operating deficit will increase and 
force us to use monies from the designated funds 
to pay operating expenses.

Having Fun in the No Sun…  
As outdoor sports folks, Erica and I are very lucky 
and we landed at a church in Portland, Oregon.  
On a clear day we can walk a couple of blocks 
and see Mt. Hood, and Mt. St. Helens.  However, 
clear days have been few and far between.  It is 
absolutely true that this area of the country gets a 
ton of rain.  Since Dec. 1st, we’ve gotten about 
12+ inches!  However, all of this works out for us 
as kayakers, and we’ve been enjoying the 
streams and rivers all around us.  It is also a 
surreal experience to be in an area of the country 
that gets greener in the winter.   
 

What is the church like? 
The church just celebrated its 50th anniversary 
last year and is just inside the city line of Portland.  
The neighborhood looks a bit like Whitehall in 
Columbus.  The church seems to focus a lot on 
service and I have gotten to participate in a lot of 
interesting ministries like housing families who 
are homeless in our Sunday school classrooms, 
delivering meals on wheels with the jr. high youth, 
and working in a soup kitchen that is shared by a 
number of local churches.   

Just what does an intern really do? 
It is a calendar year (August 07-Augus 08) to 
experience living and working in a church 
community.  My background has been working in 
outdoor ministries and working for campus 
ministries at Capital University, so this is a brand 
new experience for me!  I rotate preaching with 
the other 2 pastors so I get to preach about once 
every 3 weeks.  I have been teaching adult and 
youth Bible studies, and I got to lead a discussion 
about “Just War Theory” and how it relates to our 
current involvement in Iraq.  I visit members who 
are in the hospital and go to the homes of those 
who cannot make it to church.  I’ve gotten to 
attend the Bishop’s Convocation and am going to 
a preaching workshop next week.  Erica and I 
have also been invited over to people’s homes to 
eat many dinners, go to sports games of kids who 
belong to church, and even once to go up and 
sled near Mt. Hood, which was really cool.

   Have you ever used any of these words to 
describe your experiences and feelings? -- lonely, 
sad, frustrated, grieving, unemployed, relocating, 
afraid, aging…  Stephen ministers are trained and 
supervised to provide effective one-to-one 
Christian care.
