What Now?

The huge crowd is gone; the week of daily
worship is past. The preschool is on spring
break and the building is quiet. Next
Sunday will be calmer than last. Easter
came early.

“What are you going to do for the rest of
spring,” Susie asked? | didn’t know when
she asked. | have a better idea now. I'm
going to treasure normalcy (if there is such
a thing) until May confirmation, Mother’s
Day, leadership retreat and graduation.

The Sunday evening of resurrection, the
disciples were hiding away in the upper
room. Everyone needs an upper room!
And there Jesus came to them to confirm
his resurrection. Don't we all need
confirmation? Easter is a gut check time
on faith. Do we really believe Jesus rose
from the dead? We all believe the dead
part; but that he was made a new being,
immortal yet able to touch and somehow
be wherever he was needed? And do we
believe that because he lives, we will live
also? Do we believe that after our flesh
has been destroyed we shall see God?
