Honoring Mothers

This month we honor mothers, not
only as natural parents, but we also
honor the mothering of God and of the
church as seen in the bible. "God will
love the chosen people as much as,
even more than, a nursing mother,
and would comfort the city as would a
mother with her child... Also, male
leaders are likened to mothers; Moses
complains that God is expecting him
to act as a nursing mother to the
people,... and Paul likens himself to a
nursing mother tenderly caring for her
own children... God is like a mother
eagle who catches any faltering
fledglings on her outstretched wings,
and Christ likens himself to a mother
hen, protecting her chicks."

The metaphor of God as mother is
built not upon stereotypes of maternal
softness, pity and sentimentality, but
upon the female experience of
gestation, birth and lactation. This
experience in most animals, including
human beings, engenders not
attributes of weakness and passivity,
but qualities contributing to the active
defense of the young so that they may
not only exist but be nourished and
grow.

Baptismal practice today reflects the
church as mother, who births her
children, washes the newborns, pours
oil on them and clothes them in white
garments, embracing them as new
members of the family. In baptism, we
are born from above, and by believing
in Jesus, we are born of God. This is
mother church at work.

Concerning each other, in the
church, | am to be mother to you, you
are to care for me. The way the
church enacts the mothering action of
God, is by
mothering one another,
bearing one another,
nurturing one another,
honoring each other.

May this be a blessed Mother's Day
for all mothers, and for the mothering
we do at Hosanna!

Bread for the World collects facts on domestic
and global hunger and generates answers to
frequently asked questions about hunger. More
than 854 million people in the world go hungry. In
developing countries 16 million children die each
year from preventable and treatable causes. Sixty
percent of these deaths are from hunger and
malnutrition.

In the United States, 11.7 million children live in
households where people have to skip meals or
eat less to make ends meet. That means one in
ten households in the US are living with hunger or
are at risk of hunger.

TRUE STORY: Released by the individual — “because | would like others to know how much the
Stephen Ministry has helped me”

At a time when my life was a mess | reached out for help. My personal life was in
shambles and | had just lost a loved one. My world as | had once known it to be was no longer.
Nothing made sense to me any more. | did not want to die but | did not want to live another day.

| reached out to my pastor. Our visit went well but nothing changed. 1 felt the same
brokenness at the end of our conversation as | had when we began our visit. | dove deeper into
my sorrow. However, before leaving the pastor’'s office it was suggested that | work with a
Stephen Ministry on a weekly basis to talk things through with someone who has been trained to
be the heart, hands and hugs of Christ.

My pastor gave me a phone number to call when | was ready for the visits to begin. 1 did
not call the phone number given to me right away. | thought my own prayers, devotions, and
Scripture reading would get me through. But all of my own self “medication” did not work. | still
was at a point in my life where | did not want to take my own life but | did not want to live anymore
within this broken and sad world.

So about two weeks after my conversation with the pastor | dialed the number and
introduced myself and asked for a visit.

What | found within the relationship with my Stephen Minister was just what the pastor had
described, the heart, hands, and hugs of Christ. |talked, talked, and talked; and often | cried; and
at times | was very embarrassed. The Stephen Minister, however, did not seem to notice my
embarrassment but would encourage me to continue talking. Each week we worked together for
about an hour. Our weekly meetings lasted about three months.

| truly felt the presence of Christ within my Stephen Minister’s care. | heard kind words;
probing words; and words of comfort and support. | felt the presence of the Holy Spirit within our
prayer time together. And through our visits together my heart began to heal. After about three
months | could truly get up in the morning and say a joy filled prayer which | had not been able to
do for such a long time. | could not have healed this way on my own.

The reason | wanted to share my story is to let others know how important the Stephen
Ministry is to anyone who needs a spiritual friend. | want others to know that today | still have sad
days and my life is not all rosy. But, because of the time spent with my Stephen Minister | do
have the strength to face each day with the knowledge that God has truly healed my broken heart
through the care and support of my Stephen Minister.
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
