Designing Worship to Engage 
The Unconnected Christian 
   I have a quest and need help to achieve it. 
   Periodically, my mind recalls the faces of 
younger adults who grew up worshiping God, 
developing a relationship of trust and prayer.  Yet, 
as they entered the adult life they became 
disconnected from worship and church.  These 
folks aren’t just “out of Hosanna;” some of them 
are your neighbors. Some are on the outside  
edge of our life together, bringing children to 
events.  Others have stepped away completely.  
They are conscientious about their values; 
especially surrounding issues of justice, family, 
the poor, and community.  But as they entered 
the adult world, worship participation didn’t make 
it to the Top 25 things to do in a week. 
   I suspect there are many reasons for the 
disconnect: busy lives and other priorities, no 
social connection to their parent’s church, 
suspicious of religion wanting to control their 
lives, still forming their own belief system.  I’m 
sure they would add to this list.  
   In a world of competing messages, many of 
them ultimately harmful to life, the grace of God 
and the way of Christ will bring completeness to 
people.   I want to know if we can reconnect with 
these folks.  I want to know what they need to 
deepen their life in Christ.  I want to learn if they 
can be called back to the community of faith in 
worship. 
   Would you join me in making connections, 
asking questions, and learning from these friends 
in Christ?  Who knows where God will take us in 
the way we reach out and worship.  I’m forming a 
team to do the connecting.  Please call me if you 
want in on the action.
