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Prez’s Corner
Hello Hosanna,

Well, I've missed a couple months of
newsletter, and am sorry for that. It takes a
moment of quiet to write, and life’s noise often
intervenes.

There’s much to write about, we've had
elections, new members have joined Council,
there has been a Council retreat. We continue to
serve as best we can.

At the June Council meeting we dealt with one
issue that has been sitting on the agenda for
almost a year. Perhaps, in some ways it's a small
issue, but | think it also strikes to the core of how
Lutherans, or at least Hosanna, approach the
issue’s that confront the church. It's the issue of
absentee ballots.

Lynn Key originally talked to several members
of Council, urging that we allow the use of
absentee ballots. It was brought to Council for
discussion. There were arguments both for and
against the use of absentee ballots, but at the
initial discussion it became apparent that we
needed more time to consider the pro’s and
con’s.

As | was preparing the June meeting’s agenda,
| realized how long this subject had lingered and
decided to make a motion to the effect that we
should not create a plan for absentee ballots.

Discussion followed:

Reasons for absentee ballots:

1. Its not fair to members who cannot
attend Congregational meetings, whether due to
travel, or for health reasons.

Reasons against absentee ballots

1. At the last three Congregational
meetings, due to discussion on the floor, you
needed to be present to make an informed vote.

2. The mechanics of handling absentee
ballots seemed daunting. How do we determine
who has already voted by absentee. Would we
need to do an ID check of each person at the
meeting?

3. How would we handle nominations from
the floor? Or, motions from the floor.

The vote was 11 to 1 to against absentee
ballots. Perhaps some future Council will come
up with an effective way of voting without being
there. Could on-line web-cam voting be in our
future? | don’t know. For now, though, if you
want to vote, you'll have to be there.

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Holloway Re-Elected Bishop of the
ELCA Southern Ohio Synod

The Rev. Callon W. Holloway Jr. was re-elected
May 30 to a third six-year term as bishop of the
Southern Ohio Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church in America (ELCA) during the synod's
assembly May 29-31 at Wittenberg University,
Springfield, Ohio. On the fifth and final ballot for
bishop Holloway received 298 votes, and the
Rev. James E. Wilson, Lord of Life Lutheran
Church, Worthington, Ohio, received 235 votes.
The Rev. Wiliam A. McKee, Good Shepherd
Evangelical Lutheran Church, Springfield, Ohio,
was a candidate on the fourth ballot for bishop.
There were 48 names on the nominating ballot,
and 33 nominees withdrew before the second
ballot.

Holloway, 55, was born in New York City and
graduated from Gettysburg College, Gettysburg,
Pa., and the Lutheran School of Theology at
Chicago (LSTC). He holds an honorary doctor of
divinity degree from Wittenberg University.
Ordained in 1980, he served as pastor of
Westwood Lutheran Church, Dayton, Ohio, and
as an assistant to the bishop of the ELCA
Southern Ohio Synod. He and his wife, Laurene
are the parents of two adult sons.

Gettysburg College and Wittenberg University
are two of 28 colleges and universities of the
ELCA, and LSTC is one of eight ELCA
seminaries. The ELCA Southern Ohio Synod
includes approximately 94,000 members in 232
congregations across 45 counties. The synod
office is in Columbus.
