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From the Pastor 
This summer, as I reflect on my ministry 
at Hosanna, I believe that ministry is a 
great deal like golfing.  There is a flow 
and momentum with golfing-- the spirit of 
the game-- that is at the heart of ministry 
too.  In both ministry and golf, praying is 
the center; it is staying in the flow of the 
game by staying on the fairway (or 
returning to it!). 
 

Whether you play golf or 
not, it's fairly easy to 
understand the sport.  On 
the fairway, the grass is 
clipped, so it's easier to 
see your shot from the tee 
at the beginning to the 
green at the end.  And if 

you can put yourself into the flow on the 
fairway, you can see what's coming next 
as you move along.  You can see ahead 
of you where the land rises or drops off, 
and pray.  From the fairway, you can 
foresee hazards that you hope to avoid 
or the next place where you hope to land 
your ball.  Ministry is like this for me.  I 
keep my eye on the clearings, and 
determine where I need to go next (what 
is next priority in a busy agenda--phone 
calls, e-mails, meetings, planning 
sermons, classes, lending an ear to the 
troubled or confused, visiting, studying). 
 
Also, in the Christian life and golf, there 
are times when we all shoot out of 
bounds.  If we go flying way ahead, God 
only knows how we search to get back 
into play!  Or maybe, I'm behind a tree 

that blocks my vision momentarily.  I 
have to get back on course.  There are 
penalties for getting into the woods too, 
much like sin is the result if we stray from 
Christ.  We take the consequences, 
leave the past behind, and take another 
shot.  Grace shows us the way, and gives 
us the "mulligan."  The rule of good 
spiritual golf is to forgive every bad shot, 
and by the grace of God to continue 
playing. 
 
One final bit of golf wisdom is to play golf 
like ministry, "one day at a time" (one 
hole at a time).  One needs to 
concentrate at the beginning of each new 
day, on just what is directly there, with its 
challenges, and get into the flow of 
prayer.  No need to start fretting on the 
4th hole about the water hazard on the 
5th (for instance).  I'm not there yet.  
Each day is right in front of me and 
demands my undivided attention and 
care.  I organize my ministry, and make 
sure that I have what I need when I get to 
the water hole (namely a spare ball).  For 
today though, I'm right here, taking the 
shot that's in front of me, and living each 
day the best way that I can, 
accomplishing what I need to do, and 
following through with confidence.  I'd be 
happy to pray / play nine holes with you, 
just ask!
