4.  The Harper Collins Bible Dictionary is an 
excellent one volume resource for everything you

5.  www.augsburgfortress.org is an excellent 
online resource for Bible helps. The Columbus 
bookstore is in the lower floor of Trinity Seminary 
in Bexley.
