Give Grateful for Freedom 
Give Loyalty to Christ 
 
“Remind them to be subject to rulers and 
authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for 
every good work, to speak evil of no one, to 
avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to show 
every courtesy to everyone.  I desire that you 
insist on these things, so that those who have 
come to believe in God may be careful to 
devote themselves to good works; these things 
are excellent and profitable to everyone.  But 
avoid stupid controversies, genealogies, 
dissensions, and quarrels about the law, for 
they are unprofitable and worthless.”  Titus 3  
 

How can we not be grateful for 
this country’s laws that promote 
freedom of thought and 
contribution for the common 

good?  How can we not honor all who have 
risked or lost life in the defense of those 
freedoms?  July 4th should be a happy flag 
waving day in which we humbly express 
gratitude for living here.  Even more, it is a 
time for everyone to consider the manner in 
which we contribute to the preservation of 
these values for those who follow us.  
 
As one who wants to be a follower of Jesus, a 
citizen of this country, and a leader of a 
Christian community, I am concerned that 
Jesus’ disciples can confuse political values 
with the will of God in Christ.

We are right to hold forth on our party 
values.  Our faith should inform our politics. 
 

But, God forbid we don’t do as much listening 
as talking.  God forbid that we should confuse 
our loyalty to Jesus with our loyalty to country.  
I suspect there was intended wisdom when the 
Boy Scout pledge put God before country: “On 
my honor I will do my best: To do my duty to 
God and my country.”  Further, when Peter 
was ordered by the local government to stop 
telling the Jesus story, he replied quite boldly:  
"We must obey God rather than any human 
authority.” (Acts 5.29) 
 
We must confess we are not clear on the exact 
ways of putting the will or God into action.  So, 
thank God for worship, prayer, conversation 
and the political process!  But, let us never 
forget that our politics is of the people and 
people as individuals or groups can be self 
centered.  The powers of this world have and 
will always be glad to co-opt believers as their 
own when it suits their purposes.  Believers 
can confuse their social principals with “the 
word of the Lord.”  We can treat our sisters 
and brothers in Christ as enemies even while 
we lay down our anathemas at the communion 
table.  Now that’s a travesty. 

 
Let us give thanks for our 
country, its freedoms and 
heritage.  May we give 
generously of ourselves to 
preserve and enhance what we 
have been given.  May we 
participate in party discourse.  
Even so, let us never forget 

Who we thank.  Let us consider ourselves His, 
sealed by the cross and marked with the Spirit 
which will not fade or change as do party 
colors.

Lifeline Screening... Hosanna Lutheran 
Church is hosting a screening for the 
community on Thursday, July 2, 2009.   Life 
Line Screening will perform four different health 
screenings using Doppler color flow ultrasound: 
Carotid Artery/Stroke Screening that visualizes 
fatty plaque buildup and measures the velocity of 
blood flow to the brain. $ 45.00- nearly 80% of 
strokes could have been prevented through 
screenings. 
Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm Screening that 
detects an enlargement or weak area in the main 
blood vessel that carries blood from the heart to the 
rest of the body. $45   This is what Conway Twitty 
and Lucille Ball died from. 
Peripheral Arterial Disease Screening which 
checks for peripheral arterial disease (PAD) that is a 
condition in which the arteries that carry blood to the 
arms or legs become narrowed or clogged, slowing 
or stopping the flow of blood.  PAD is closely linked 
to coronary artery disease and by identifying 
individuals with PAD; treatment can also help 
prevent heart attack and stroke. $45  This is the #1 
cause of Diabetic amputation. 
Atrial Fibrillation Screening checks for irregular 
heartbeat. 1 of every 6 strokes is caused by this 
common irregular heartbeat.  $45 
Osteoporosis Screening is performed with a 
quantitative ultrasound bone densitometer, using 
the heel as a measurement site. This test estimates 
future fracture risk by comparing the participant's 
bone density to reference values recommended by 
World Health Organization guidelines-$35 
Complete Wellness Package of all five tests- 
$149.00 
Vascular Package- $119.00 
   These screenings are completely painless, non-
invasive, and typically not part of a routine physical. 
Tests using similar equipment in the hospital setting 
costs about $600-$1,000.  Appointments start at 9 
AM but, you must pre-register by calling 1-800-324-
1851.
