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                 From the Pastor 
 
 
Before Jesus ascended, 
he gathered with his 
disciples, breathed on 
them and said, “Receive 
the Holy Spirit.”  After 
Jesus ascended, on the 
Day of Pentecost, the 
disciples were again 
gathered together in 
Jerusalem.  A sound like 
the rush of a mighty wind 

filled the room holding the followers of Jesus.  
The Holy Spirit was ‘poured out’ upon them.  
They were given the ability to share God’s 
grace in Jesus with all people.   
 
The repeated message to us:  God, the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit comes to His 
people when they are in community gathered 
around the Word who is Jesus.  In the Bible, 
God works in community.  Jesus calls his 
followers to celebrate Holy Communion as a 
community act in remembrance of Him.   
 
In April, Hosanna walked through the valley 
of the shadow of death with the Debbie 
Lynd’s family and the family of Linda 
Rodichok.  Both were traumatic events.  
Debbie suffered the loss of both parents; 
Hosanna said goodbye to someone who has 
loved and served us for over thirty years.  
And where did those families come for 
hope?  To the sanctuary.  What did they 
receive?  They heard the living Word of 
resurrection spoken and sung in worship.  
They experienced Christ in the cards and 
visits of Hosanna members. They were 
blessed by the work of many hands in the 
funeral dinner. 

 
 
 
The point:  “Let us consider how to provoke 
one another to love and good deeds, not 
neglecting to meet together as is the habit of 
some.”  (Heb 10.24).  We are missing too 
many of our community in worship and 
Christian education!   
 
A few are working and we miss them.  And, 
yes, there are regular participants who 
provide the energy and stability for the 
whole.  Also, folks maintain social contact 
with their friends in Christ – and that is a 
blessing.  Yet, when we gather without being 
fed by The Word or Sacraments, we risk 
bringing harm to our relationship with Christ 
over time.  Spiritual strength is no different 
than physical strength.  Use it or lose it!  Be 
in community or live alone.  Not worshiping 
is as much a habit as coming to worship. 
 
If you are among the “regulars” I thank you 
on behalf of Hosanna’s whole community of 
faith.  If you are among those who have 
“lost” the habit, there is no better time to 
‘come home’ than now.   The Holy Spirit of 
God is at work at Hosanna for us all.
